Nomination of women achiever with established track record in the
following category:

o Industry

o Entrepreneur

o PWD’s or Women Working for PWD’s
o Innovation

o Advocacy / Community Service

Only two nominations can be sent for a particular selection round
Nominations should focus on the credentials of individuals and avoid other
considerations

Nominations be accompanied by supporting documents, highlighting the
nominees activities (for verification) — Booklets, Books, Monographs in their
respective field

Quality and impact of their contributions in terms of innovations, leadership,
community upliftment and career advancement

Additional contributions beyond the traditional indices — promoting diversity
and inclusions, advocacy for gender equity and mentorship

A one page write up (not less than 500 words) on their significant
contributions may be enclosed
